New OED and Oxford Reference Online

The Oxford English DictionarfOED) is a current and historical dictionary
words from across the English speaking wokldth support from th&/irtual
Library of Virginia, our subscription was recently upgraded from a static version of the 2nd edition (1989) to the dynamic
web version, which adds over 1,000 new entries with each quarterly updatean use the OED to learn the meaning,
etymology and pronunciation of over half a million words, and see them illustrated in quotations from historical and recent
publications. The OED difers from other English language dictionaries in that it traces changes in the sense of a word over
time, based on evidence from quotations that are presented in chronological order

Sources forLiteratur e and Criticism

Oxford Reference OnlingheLiterature Resource
Center and many print books in the Reference Collection
are good places to look for overviews of literature and
literary criticism, including author biographies,
bibliographies, definitions of literary terms and geni&e
have links to these and other sources on the “English”
subject guide undd¥ind by Subjecon the library web.

Reference sources are only the beginning. Once you
know something about the subject, we recommend

d

searching in thAverett Library Catalodor the most

important person or idea in your topic. For example, you
can search for “shakespeare” as an author and see a list of
all the works of Shakespeare we have in the librany
retrieve booksaboutShakespeare, change the search index
to “Subject.” For specific works and books about them,
search by keywords, such as “shakespeare hamlet.”

TheAverett library has about 143,000 book titles,
including over 43,000 electronic books. If you encounter
an electronic book while you aref aampus, you will be
prompted to log in to your personal netLibrary account to
read the bookYou can set up an account from the
netLibrary ‘CreateAccount link on Databases-Z.

To expand your search to other library collections,
search th&VorldCatdatabase. In addition to millions of
books, it has links to academic resources on the web.

For articles about your topimfoTrac Expanded
AcademicASAP s a good place to start. Infid indexes
articles in thousands of journals and provides abstracts so
you can decide whether an article will be useful. More
than half of the articles indexed are available in full text on
the InfoTrac databaseYou can also link out to full text

articles in other databases by clicking "% at the

bottom of the full record screen.

For advanced students looking for literary works in
English from the middle ages to the present, with links to
criticism in depth, we recommemderature Online
Literature Resource Centisralso a good source for
literary critical works on English arsimerican Literature.

For a comprehensive search, MEA International
Bibliographyis your best choice for citations to books and
articles about Englisimerican, European, and world
literatures.

We recommend that you consider all relevant article
citations. Using tharticle Linker, you can link out to full
text or request Interlibrary Loans of books and articles.
With the exception of doctoral dissertations, Alwerett
library can acquire just about any book or article for
Averett students and faculty in 2-7 days.

WorldCat and ILL ExpandAccess

By searching first in thaverett Library Catalog and
then in theNorldCat database, you can expand your book
search to include millions of titles held by libraries around
the world. When you locate a book you want to read,
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ARTICLE

simply click on wa: [ Find it atAverett in théNorldCat
record screen. If the book is not in theerett library

select “Interlibrary Loan form,” add yoéwverett ID

number and name, then submit the form. In most cases,
you will receive a message from the library in 4-7 days that
the book is ready for you to check olttle ship interlibrary
loan books to GPS students taking classes outside of

Danwville.

We recommend that you use “Find it*aterett” and
Interlibrary Loan requests in your article searches as well.
Limiting a search to full text in the current database limits
the scope of your results, and possibly the quality and
authority of your paper or presentation.

Find it at Averett! in Google Scholar

Google Scholara search engine for peer reviewed and
frequently cited scholarly sources, has partnered with
academic libraries to f#r OpenURLaccess to full text
journals and interlibrary loanshis is the same
ArticleLinker service described above for subscription
databases.

Click onGoogle Scholafrom Averett Library
Database#-Z. If you are of campus, you will be
prompted to log in as if you were usingArerett
database, after which you can link directhAterett
subscription sources cited by Google Scholavok for the
"Find it atAverett” link near the top of a Google Scholar
citation, or "AverettAccess" near the bottom of a citation.
Sources that are free to the public will not display these
links.

For books cited in Google Schalatick on the
"Search Libraries" link, then look féwverett holdings.

To sedAverett subscriptions along with those of Duke,
UNC-Chapel Hill or other schools, select additional
libraries under "Scholar Preferences.” Note that unless you
are enrolled or employed at those institutions, you will not
be able to access their subscriptions remotely

You can also seleétverett under “Scholar
Preferences” when you access Google Scholar frityon/
scholargoogle.comrather than the link recommended
above. If you are on our Danville campus network, access
to Averett subscriptions is automatically authenticated.
